The Lower Eastside Girls Club is Innovative:
! Girls and young women ages 8-23 have access to free, fun, programming that challenges

them in key areas: ethical, environmental, entrepreneurial leadership and awareness.

! Programs include technology (podcasting, filmmaking and digital photography), science

(science sisters), academics and literacy (book clubs, A Team tutoring), arts (materials arts,

curatorial training, Museum Club, fashion design), and critical thinking skills (girls as

activists, leaders and advocates, youth planning committees, POP Power of Peace coalition).

! All of our girls develop career skills that make them academically stronger and

employable.

! Young women ages 14-23 are trained for ethical, environmental, entrepreneurial careers

through our Cascading Leadership in-house training and career-planning program.

The Lower Eastside Girls Club is Entrepreneurial:
! Girls participate in paid economic development opportunities (Sweet Things Bake Shop,

La Tiendita at the Essex Street Market, Art+Community Gallery, Money Matters financial

literacy conference) that teach them the basics of business and professionalism.

! Girls are engaged in preventative programs—the most cost effective method of heading off

poverty-induced costs: namely diabetes, obesity and incarceration. (Girl Fit 4 Life, dance,

hiking, health education, Farmers Market, mentorships and counseling, creative engagement)

The Lower Eastside Girls Club is Sustainable:
! Our business model reflects the current economy where nonprofits must raise a significant

portion of annual operating funds with income generating ventures.  Through our

Art+Community Gallery, Sweet Things Bake Shop, La Tiendita Gift Shop, and several

publications, we aim to raise 15% of our annual operating budget.

! We are environmentally responsible leaders—currently building a national model Center

for Community, one of the first “green” sustainably built LEEDS Gold youth centers in the

country.  Groundbreaking is scheduled for Summer 2009!
